YEAR IN REVIEW

In 2015, the Foundation granted $67,072 to a wide variety
of volunteer groups and awarded $22,525 in scholarships
to Revelstoke students to assist with post-secondary
educational costs. Three new endowment funds were
established:

- Revelstoke Arts Council Endowment Fund

- Bill Grace Memorial Scholarship Fund

- Jane & Jennifer Swan Memorial Community Fund

The Foundation is the steward for the Success by Six and
Children First funding on behalf of the Early Childhood
Development Committee. The Foundation continues to
administer the Glacier Adventure Stewardship Program
Fund, the Emergency Shelter Fund and the Youth Access
Fund. One new fund was set up in late 2015 to accept
donations for the Revelstoke For Refugees project that has

Syrian Refugee family in Revelstoke.

In anticipation of Canada’s 150" birthday in 2017 we are
preparing to launch our Smart & Caring Legacy Fund in
recognition of this sesquicentennial achievement. We also
have access to Canada 150 Funding for projects that:

events to mark Canada’s 150" anniversary of
confederation;

¢ Inspire a deeper understanding about the people,
places and events that shape our country and
communities; or

¢ Build vibrant and healthy communities with the

broadest possible engagement of all Canadians.

The market value of the endowment remains at just over
$2 million. $88,938 was donated to the foundation
during the year.

Our Board of Directors saw some changes with the
resignation of Darryl Willoughby and the appointment
of Chris Bostock as the Community Futures Revelstoke
representative.

Administrative assistance is contributed by Community
Futures Revelstoke with Debra Wozniak acting as the
society’s support staff. Many thanks to Geoff Battersby
for his continued support of fund development activities.
A huge thank you to BDO for their ongoing contributions
towards the annual financial statement preparation.

GRANT STORIES

Circus Camp

The Revelstoke Performing Arts Centre held a five day camp
for 48 youth aged 8 — 16. A free show packed in 230 people
to see the final performance and two shows were held for
young children at daycare. Activities included trapeze, tight
rope, acrobatics, clowning around and stilts.

Stories of the Land

A permanent exhibit showcasing
the First Nations history of this
region was created at the
Revelstoke Museum &
Archives. The exhibit features a
computer with Sinixt speakers
reading traditional stories (with
English captions), and a small
language instruction component
teaching visitors a few words
and phrases in the Sinixt
language.

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Healthy Child Development
The Revelstoke Early Childhood Development Committee
offered free high quality learning opportunities for parents and
early learning service providers to increase awareness of the
importance of the early years. Parent/caregiver capacity was
strengthened by developing the knowledge, confidence and
skills required to support children’s health and wellbeing.

Syrian Refugee Fund

The Revelstoke for Refugees [RFR] committee approached
the Foundation for assistance in managing the funds raised to
cover a Syrian Refugee family’s expenses in Revelstoke for
one year. The Foundation Board was pleased to take on this
role for this very worthy endeavour.

The first donations were made in November, 2015. At May
31, 2016, there have been 124 donations totaling $54,917.
Kristina Welch and Reilly Geidt have kindly offered their
home on Downie Street as accommaodation for the year,
significantly decreasing the amount needing to be raised. It is
a large home on a huge lot with ample garden and play space.
Many other in-kind donations have been received, such as
clothing, furniture, toys, books, and personal care items.

The RFR committee chose the Almastou family, which has
five children, to come to Revelstoke. The family has been
languishing in the Mafraq refugee camp in Jordan for three
years. The latest word is that they will not arrive until
December 2016 or January 2017 because Syrian refugee
applications are no longer a federal priority.

Getting the family here as soon as possible is critical to them
getting their lives back, including having enough food and
consistent health care, finding work, settling their children in
school, feeling safe and protected, and thus being able to enjoy
and thrive in their new home in Canada. Revelstoke for
Refugees is collaborating with others to expedite the process,
and regardless of when the Almastous arrive, we know that the
community will welcome them with open arms.

REFUSEES

Food Bank & Nutrition Education

Community Connections operates the Revelstoke Food Bank
with the goal of assisting children, families, seniors and
individuals who require food and services due to poverty or
low income. Funding from the Foundation helped with
transportation costs associated with distributing food through
the National Food Sharing System. The Food Sharing System
provides access to a wider variety of nutritious and necessary
items for the food hampers. Dedicated volunteers help
transport food locally and are responsible for weekly pickups
at local restaurants, bakeries and grocery stores. These
volunteers spend more than 300 hours each month sorting and
repackaging food, preparing hampers and distributing food.
During 2015, 35,000 pounds of food was transported and
stored.

The nutrition education program helps people to make healthy
choices within a limited budget, teaches food safety and
storage, budgeting, meal planning, recipes, and builds cooking
confidence.



LIVING & GIVING BACK IN REVELSTOKE

The environmental fund now sits at
$40,000 thanks to the continued
support of the TD Bank and local
businesses and citizens. Our goal
is to reach a $50,000 endowment to
support local programs and projects
that help achieve environmental
sustainability in the community.

In 2015 the North Columbia Environmental Society received
a grant from this fund to continue its environmental
education program in the community.

For two weekends in January 2015, Foundation directors
gathered at Coopers to promote the foundation’s work and
accepted donations for a hot dog and drink provided
complements of Coopers Foods. Many thanks to Coopers for
sponsoring this event to help raise community awareness of
the foundation’s activities.

The Province of BC declared September Disability
Employment Month to celebrate people with disabilities in the
workforce and the employers and communities throughout the
province who pave the way to support them. The CFDC
Disability Fund awarded funding to bring in Victoria Maxwell
presentation “Funny, You Don’t Look Crazy” at the
Revelstoke Performing Arts Centre to raise community
awareness around employment and disabilities.

Youth Access Fund

Revelstoke’s Youth Access Fund was established in 2014 by
Community Futures Development Corporation of
Revelstoke. During 2015 $3,030 was added to the Fund by
donors interested in providing a way to ensure all youth have
the opportunity to participate in sports, recreation, art and
cultural programs, events and activities. The Fund is
designed to help remove barriers for youth from low and
modest income families to participate in activities that they
would otherwise not have the opportunity to do. Contact the
Youth Liaison, Megan Shandro, at
info@stokeyouthnetwork.ca to enquire about accessing the
Fund.

Glacier Adventure Stewardship Program
Backcountry travel and safety skills are developed over a
three day program held in Glacier National Park at the
Wheeler Hut. The program is organized by the North
Columbia Environmental Society and partially funded by an
annual distribution from the GASP endowment fund.
Participants give back to the community by volunteering in a
variety of stewardship activities in the National Parks and in

the community and in so doing develop a sense of
responsibility and become ambassadors for protected places
and programs. Skills taught during the backcountry weekend
include hiking, outdoor photography, topographic map &
GPS use and route planning, stove use & fire building,
minimum impact camping techniques, risk management and

safety scenarios.
